· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	A crash course will be offered, in which students learn to communicate at a beginners’ level. Students may expect qualified , experienced and helpful teachers. the tuition language will be Dutch, but explanations - if necessary – will be given in English. in relation to the language course some cultural sessions are organised, partly outdoor. students will learn to express themselves in shops, public transport and so on. a solid mastery of basic phrases about greeting, showing respect, introducing oneself and social talk will be achieved. Students are expected to co-operate with other students as well as to work individually. students have to attend at least 80% of all classes and to pass the exam at a beginners’ level.

after the final assessment the student will receive a certificate with the results, based on the rating of the Common European Framework Of Reference (level A1, A2), valued in European Credit Transfer System (4 ects points).   students with a good mastery of the German  language are supposed to achieve an A2-level (=beginner-plus).
