Part I:  General Information

· Description of town

- Short history and location
	Utrecht is a lively city in the geographical centre of the Netherlands. It is the country’s fourth largest city, with a population over 300.000 inhabitants. Utrecht has a rich history that goes back to the beginning of our calendar. The old inner-city, with its canals and cellars by the wharves, ancient churches, and of course the Dom tower, give the city a distinctive character. Utrecht is also a city of many students. The James Boswell Instituut, part of Utrecht University, is located on a campus in between the city centre and the Uithof campus. The institute is named after a Scottish lawyer and author, who studied at Utrecht University in the 18th century. 



- Main local/cultural events
	With regard to museums, Utrecht has more than its fair share. Utrecht is especially proud of its unique Museum Quarter. In the Museum Quarter there are seven large museums, each one's collections closely linked with the city's past and present. In the modern music centre Vredenburg, a variety of concerts take place. Utrecht hosts a large number of cultural events every year. An example is the internationally known Holland Festival of Old Music, the Wharf Area Theatre Festival (with acts playing both on and off the wharves), the Festival of Modern Dance, the Springdance festival and the Dutch Film Days. Furthermore, Utrecht is full of beautiful architecture, old as well as modern.



- How to reach town (links from the nearest airport, train or coach stations)

	Utrecht can easily be reached by train:

Schiphol Airport Amsterdam - Utrecht Central Station

Schiphol train station is situated directly below the airport. Via Schiphol Plaza you can walk straight to the departure or arrival hall. Train tickets are available from the yellow ticket machines near the platforms at Schiphol Plaza or from the ticket offices, which are situated close to the red/white-checked cube at Schiphol Plaza. Trains depart for Utrecht about every 15 minutes. Buy a full fare one way ticket (in Dutch: ‘enkele reis’) to Utrecht Central Station. Travelling from Eindhoven Central Station to Utrecht Central station takes about 30 minutes. 

Eindhoven Airport - Utrecht Central Station

From the arrival hall at Eindhoven airport you can walk to the bus stop. With bus nr 401 from Eindhoven Airport, Eindhoven Central station is accessible in approximately 15 minutes. You can buy a ticket on the bus. Train tickets are available from the yellow ticket machines near the platforms at Eindhoven Central station or from the ticket offices in the central hall of the station. Buy a full fare one way ticket (in Dutch: ‘enkele reis’) to Utrecht Central Station. There is a direct train to Utrecht every 15 minutes. Travelling from Eindhoven Central Station to Utrecht Central station takes 50 minutes. 

For journey advises and time tables you can also check: http://www.ns.nl/cs/Satellite/travellers. It is possible to buy a discount card for train journeys (‘Voordeelurenkaart’). This might be useful if you are staying for several months.



- Transport in town (brief information on the main means of transport available)

	In the city of Utrecht, transportation by local bus is a good option. The main bus station is located at the Central Railway Station. A multiple ride ticket (in Dutch: ‘strippenkaart’) should be bought before getting on the bus. However, the best way to get around is by bike. There are cycle paths everywhere and it is the fastest way to get through the city centre. Bikes can be rented or bought. Make sure the bike can be locked, as bikes are very popular. 



· Short Description of the Organising Institution

	The James Boswell Instituut provides courses for educational institutions, government institutions, companies, and others. We are part of Utrecht University and we teach and train both individuals and groups in a variety of subject areas, such as language and communication courses for effective communication in all aspects of academic and professional life. Furthermore, we are actively involved in international cooperation within higher education. The James Boswell Instituut is one of the largest institutes to offer courses and trainings in the Utrecht region. All our activities have one common theme: improving and enhancing people's skills and competences. 



· Accommodation

	In Utrecht, most students live together with other students in a communal house with shared kitchen and bathroom. The James Boswell Institute offers help to find a furnished room during the course period, through the housing office of Utrecht University. A furnished room costs 600 euro for the duration of the course. After the students have been accepted for the course, the James Boswell Instituut will contact the students to ask whether they are interested in a student room. The accommodation fee must be paid in advance. 
N.B. In January, accommodation is offered on availability.



· Meals

	There are various options for having lunch or dinner. The James Boswell Institute has its own restaurant where you can have coffee and tea, snacks, lunch or dinner. There are bakeries and some cafes and supermarkets within walking distance. Moreover, there are numerous restaurants and bars in the city centre.

	The students will receive detailed pre-departure information before the start of the course. The teacher of the group will welcome them, and those students who arrange housing through the organising institution will be informed where to collect their keys.

	Several cultural excursions will be a compulsory part of the EILC course, such as getting to know the city/province and museum visits. 



- Sports facilities (Swimming, Tennis, Gymnasium; opening days and available information)
	In and around Utrecht there is plenty to do. Fitness clubs, squash centres, swimming pools, ice skating rinks and many other sports facilities are located in the centre of the city. Many parks can be found in Utrecht, and if you want even more green surroundings; just outside the city there is the Maarsseveense Plassen, and the Utrechtse Heuvelrug, where you can spend a day out and hike



- Entertainment (Cinema, Theatre, etc.; brief information on places and student facilities)

	There are a lot of cinemas and theatres in the city centre of Utrecht, offering all kinds of movies and plays. For more information, see e.g. http://www.inyourpocket.com/Netherlands/Utrecht.

· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	This crash course in Dutch for beginners offers you the opportunity to learn the Dutch language fast and well. It covers the four skills of listening, reading, writing and speaking. During the course you will also get familiarized with Dutch customs and manners. Course activities include talks, dialogues, pronunciation and grammar exercises. Cultural excursions are part of the course as well. 
The teaching method used is De Opmaat, a new interactive method developed at our institute. Students will work in small groups, in pairs or with the whole class. The instructor supplies the students with input, instruction and explanations. The working language in the classroom is Dutch, but if necessary, explanation will be given in English. Students are expected to co-operate with other students and work individually as well. The students are expected to come to class with their own questions and analyse their own learning needs.

After completing this course, students can understand and use familiar everyday expressions and basic phrases. They will be able to introduce themselves and others and can ask and answer questions about personal details such as where they live and people they know. Students will be able to interact in a simple way provided the other person talks slowly and clearly and is prepared to help.
