· Language component

- Short Description of language component: objectives and teaching methods 

	The course consists of group tuition. All skills: reading, writing, listening and speaking are trained through intensive tutoring and interactive work forms. The book used is Nederlands in Gang (Dutch in Motion). In addition, attention is devoted to grammar, pronunciation and intonation, Dutch culture, practical assignments and reflection. In all parts, the emphasis is on the use of Dutch in daily life. In this varied way, course participants lay the foundation for a mastery of Dutch based on real life dialogues, speaking and writing assignments, conjugation exercises, texts, films and songs, course participants work towards CEF-level A2. The course materials consist of a book, a cd with dialogues and pronunciation exercises and a website with supplementary exercises, intensive listening texts, films and songs, copy sheets and tests. At the start of the course, the methodology is explained during an informal meeting where participants are also introduced to the university campus and its facilities. Classes take place every weekday from 9.00 to 12.30. participants are expected to do self study for at least 3 hours a day. Tutored conversation classes are planned in the afternoon twice a week. In addition, the tcp language centre of Twente University offers daily open office hours for individual counselling, if needed.
